According to Harris: "Amusement park is a term meaning a collection of
amusement rides and attractions assembled for entertaining a large group
of people". We may easily find some traits of the future amusement parks
already in 16th century masterpieces such as Bakken park in Denmark,
that appeared in 1580s; The Vauxhall Gardens in London, England,;
Versailles Palace in France or Peterhof Palace in Russia, etc. All of them
not only captured the audience by picturesque landscapes, but also
included some early attractions. Over the last nearly a century amusement
parks imbibed all the major features of the past and added a new flavor
deeply incorporating a spirit of all kinds of modern media into them. Disney
World in Orlando, Florida and the original Disneyland in Anaheim,
California occupy respectively the 1% and the 2™ places among the major
tourist attractions in the US and attract millions of people each year. Why
did they become so popular?

Disney constructed his park as a film set up as if inviting visitors to join his
creative filming job. The only entrance was created to open a gateway to
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Main Street U.S.A. for the
visitors. The street itself was
filled with numerous
abundant shops, which
Disney himself called
"Wieniesq always stocked
with plenty of goods to buy,
mostly those of Disney's
cartoon characters. All the
entourage was designed with
forced perspectives. The
visitors were plunged into an
atmosphere of old
Americana. Disney put
Sleeping Beauty's Castle into
the very center of his 160
acres amusement park as the
first "Wienieo .

Disneyland proved to
become the first park that
deeply integrated themes:
Main Street U.S.A., Adventure land, Frontier land, Fantasyland, and
Tomorrow land with amusement. E.g., the Matterhorn Bobsleds Attraction
was one of the first attractions, which was created by the Walt Disney's
concept and order. It also happens to be the first tubular steel roller coaster
ever built that allowed multiple vehicles on a track at the same time, and
the first fully themed indoor/outdoor coaster. It was inspired by Walt

not so many people know that Walt originally wanted to use real animals
instead of lifelike replicas in it.

The idea
behind the cruise was to recreate the surroundings of exotic rivers like
Irrawaddy, the River of Burma, Mekong, the Nile, the Congo, and the
Rapids of Kilimanjaro to enlarge geographical knowledge of visitors.

Adventure Park was built on the site of Disneyland's original parking lot.
The company has six Disney land like parks over the world with refined and
elaborated structure.

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Dream Island is the largest indoor theme
park in Europe with a shopping and
entertainment complex and a waterfront
landscape park. It is located in the
Nagatinskaya floodplain, in the Nagatinsky
Zaton region of the Southern Administrative
District of Moscow. The opening took place
on February 29, 2020. Dream Island is the first urban resort in Russia and
a new tourist attraction in Moscow.

This is the largest indoor theme park in the world - a place where
children and their parents can have fun from the heart, plunge into the
world of cartoons and cities of different countries, play sports, go to
cinemas and restaurants, and just go for a walk. A large central square and
a city promenade, a concert hall for 3.5 thousand spectators and a cinema
with 17 halls will be located under the dome.
